Velazquez Matias fighting with his mother and sisters. E. Velasquez said he immediately intervened and pinned
his sister down to keep her from attacking anyone else. E. Velasquez stated he knew his sister was
intoxicated as soon as he heard her speaking.

Officer Rocha ID 327 interviewed the mother, H/F Gelvina Matias Castillo DOB 5/18/83 due to a language
barrier. Ms. Matias Castillo stated her daughter was at work in Tequesta, Florida. Ms. Matias Castillo said
she called her daughter to see if she was dona with work and could tell her daughter was intoxicated. Ms.
Matias Castillo said she picked her daughter up from work and brought her home. When they arrived home, Ms,.
Velasquer Matias began waking up her siblinga. She said she yelled at her to leave her sisters,alone. Ms.
Matias Castillo stated she ultimately told her other two daughters to go in to her room tossleep. Ms. Matias
Castillo said Ms. Velasquez Matias walked in to her bedroom and continued disrupting their sleep. She said she
went in to the bedroom to try and get her out of the room. She said her daughter began,attacking her in the
bedroom. She advised Delia and Dania tried to intervene and during the altercation, Ms. Valasquez Matias bit
her in the right pinky. Ms. Matias Castillo stated her son came in to the room and was able to de-escalate the
situation. Ms. Matias Castillo was able to retreat to the bathroom while waiting for lawfenforcement to
raspond.

I spoke with Officer Banegas and Sergeant Farinacci ID 216 while Palm BeachyCounty Fire Rescue was tending to
Ms. Velasquez Matias. They both advised Ms. Velasquez Matias kicked thém while being restrained on the ground.
Thay did not report any injuries.

Based on my above investigation, I found probable cause to charge Ms. Velasquez Matias with Battaery-Cause
bodily harm pursuant to F.S.S. 784.03(1) (A) (2) , Resist Officer w/violeénce pursuant to F.S.S8. 843.01 and
Battery on Officer, Firefighter, Emt, Etc pursuant to F.S8.8( 784.07(2) (B).

Palm Beach County Fire Rescue Station 19 responded to the scene and transported Ms. Velasquez Matias to
Jupiter Medical Center (run #PBC21019970) for evaluation due to her level of intoxication. Dr. Ventzek was her
emergency room Physician and medically cleared hexr/for Palm Beach County Jail. She was transported to the
Palm Beach County Jail without incident.
