Based on my observations; I asked Pokorski to exit the vehicle to participate in
Standardized Field Sobriety Exercises. Pokorski exited the vehicle and began to plead
and attempt to)cajole Officers to get her a ride home in lieu of participating. I
informed Pokorski of her Taylor Warnings as such: If she refused to participate I would
ba forced to'make an arrest based on the totality of, the circums cas as I knew them

to this point.” Also that)gr_pq:ticipating would 7{)' d:.spel mny }c?rn she was
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impaired. Lastly, that a refusal would bae used against her in court. Pokorski then
agreed to participate.

The first exercise I conducted, was the Horizontal Gaze Nystagmus. Pokorski said she
did not have any medical conditions which would affect the exercise. The stimulus used,
was a Streamlight Stylus, with an illuminated red tip. Pokorski was also swaying back
and forth while participating in the exercise. During the exercise, I noticed a, lack of
smooth pursuit in both eyes. I also noticed sustained nystagmus at maximum deviation
in both ayes. I also noticed the onset of nystagmus prior to 45 degrees in both eyeas.

The next exercise to be conducted, was the Walk and Turn. Pokorski initially assumed
the starting position then lost her balance. Pokorski again began to bag Officers to
find her a ride home. Pokorski stated to this Officer, on body camera, several times
that she knew she should not be driving. Pokorski said even though she had one drink,
that it put her over her limit to drive. Pokorski repeated this several differaent ways
and continued to refused to participate in the exercise. I asked Pokerski if I needed
to repeat the Taylor Warning's and if she knew what they meant. \Pokorski said she
understood the consequences of not participating.

At 0342 hours, I placed Pokorski under arrest. While doing a’Tow Inventory and
gathering Pokorski's valuables, illegal substances were dis€overed in Pokorski's pink
purse. Inside a pill bottle labelaed for "Cindy Bardasch", were three diffaerant types of
pills. Five of the pills were white and labeled "H¥15", which upon further
investigation appeared to be Methocarbamol. Ninae, of ‘the pills were white and labeled
"ZCO1l", which upon further investigation appeared to be Promethazine Hydrochloride. Six
of the pills were orange/yellow and labeled "020", which upon further investigation
appeared to be Cyclobenzaprine Hydrochléride. These three pills were prescription
drugs, but not scheduled as controlled substances.

In a clear plastic baggy in the purse was a single, yellow pill, labeled "R34", which
upon further investigation appeared to'be Clonazepam. This pill was determined to be a
controlled substance.

Pogst Miranda, Pokorski said everything in the vehicle "should" belong to her. I asked
her what her purse locked like, to which she described the purse the pills were located
within.
